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Having examined the New Year cards, now try and design your own. You could try writing
‘Happy New Year' in Japanese, which is: 1% L CH & T&E DS - akemashite omedeto.
You could also try signing your name using the katakana alphabet. Can you write the year
in kanji characters as well? Don't forget to draw a picture of the animal which will
represent next year!
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
